Amendment – Sable Drawdown Limits (Amendment) and submitted comments on January 13, 
2017. In our comment letter the Agency requested that Dominion Diamond Ekati Corporation 
(DDEC) comment on the potential risk to the receiving environment particularly the 
downstream lakes resulting from the increased discharge volumes. The Agency has reviewed 
DDEC’s response and does not have any further concerns with the proposed Amendment.
